
Volunteer Opportunities for Groups

Weekday Activities:  We can accommodate groups (ranging anywhere in size 
from  5  [minimum]  to  50  people  [maximum])  during  the  week  (Tuesday  – 
Thursday) at our warehouse in Irvine for 3-hour shifts (8:30-11:30 AM or 12:00-
3:00  PM),  and Friday  (8:30-11:30 AM only)  helping  with  numerous volunteer 
opportunities: (1) labeling product; (2) inspecting, sorting, and packaging donated 
food; and (3) sorting and bagging produce.

Saturday Activities:  Volunteers are needed to label product that is donated to 
the  Food  Bank  by  manufacturers,  grocery  stores,  etc.  We also  sort/bag 
produce that is donated (e.g. apples, peaches, onions, carrots). Groups of up 
to 15 are welcome on Saturdays (only)  from either 9:00 AM-12:00 PM or 
1:00-4:00 PM.  Saturday groups  must be scheduled ahead of time through 
the Volunteer Office.   Groups with  participants under the age of 18 must 
have adult supervision.  Please review the General Information for age and 
attire restrictions.

Harvesting (seeding, planting, weeding, and picking): Our OC Harvest program 
relies on its connections with the local agricultural industry to procure fresh 
produce. Volunteers pick fresh produce in our field in Irvine, and/or other 
agricultural fields located in Orange County, which is then channeled to our 
member agencies that feed the hungry.
